H4H/Seeds of Change Project Expenses - 2009
Monday Bible & Life skills classes

· Held at Leonie’s house by her. 

· Approx. 8-12 women & 20-40 children – Bibles have been bought for each child, still extra ones needed for the women.

· We serve refreshments (coffee & juice) and biscuits after the meetings – costs approx. $5 (3 quid) per week.
Tuesday English Classes

· Held at La Escuela Escondida/Del Pineda

· Writing and teaching materials/white board/marker pens/simple rewards for the children (note books & pens) – costs approx being met by Mandy & Miranda – I would like to raise funds of $40 per month (27 quid) for this.
Wednesday Feeding project

· Held at La Escuela Escondida/Del Pineda
· Currently we serve 80-100 kids a nutritionally balanced meal each week

· Digna remains faithful in the shopping, cooking, & serving of the food – costs per month 2600 lempiras/$137 (95 quid). 

Thursday English Classes (as above)

· Our growing Youth Group (“La Rama”/ “The Branch”) meet each Thursday evening at one of our transition apartments.

· We have between 13-17 local teenagers/teenaged orphans whom attend regularly.

· We have just had a donation of $180 which enabled us to purchase 6 Teen-Bibles. We are really being told by God to, “Take the limits off” with this group as such these are our faithing–in-prayers.
· A mini van to seat 25-30 teenagers – Mandy & Miranda take up to 7 kids each in their cars!! We want to take more of the Valley of Angel’s youth each week to CCI/Youth service (held each Saturday in a large auditorium with an on-fire Male Honduran Youth Pastor & up to 400 Teenagers) – we could get a vehicle here for around $ 20K (13K quid).  We are still awaiting funds to design/print & buy our group of kids T-shirts for our local Youth Group – I would like to raise $8 per shirt for each kids = $136 or (95 quid).
Friday’s is our Ministry team day 

· Where we discuss the progress and needs of our transitioning children – Dina, Santos & Heidy.

· We also do our administration & banking and house hold shopping & have a Leadership Bible study & prayer time.

· To date, we are being overwhelmed with requests to take in more teenagers. As we remain 3 single women on the Mission Field, we believe that it is with wisdom & caution that we only continue with female orphans (until the Lord brings our husbands!!)  As such, we have rented out the bottom apartment (below Mandy’s) to be in obedience to God to “Stretch wide our tent pegs” – Mandy & Miranda are currently paying for this out of their small support funds, as such we would like to raise $225 (158 quid)  per month for rent, plus $80 (56 quid)  per month in expenses for each teenaged orphan living costs of Food/Clothing & Medicine (parasites, lice, and other such delights often accompany our ‘new’ orphans.
Saturday is our Sports/Soccer day

· We are so thankful to God for providing x2 sponsorship passes for both Joshua & Santos. This enables both boys to attend the city’s best National soccer academy – this is provided by Mr. Mario Odeh-Nasrala who is our neighbor, co-worker and friend.  Our new Missionaries from LA (Beth & Tristen) are both qualified Youth Pastors and have such a heart to see the boys/men’s group take off.

· Mario & Tristen (our much needed fellas) are currently pioneering the men’s Bible group. This is perhaps one of the biggest needs after the orphans. Honduras is a society without men!! No husbands, Fathers or Grandfathers to shape and mold in an exemplary role.

· We would like to ‘entice’ these males with the chance to play soccer for our ministry as such  we would like to raise funds to buy ministry soccer strip/uniforms for 11 men at $20 each (14 quid) = $220 total or 112 quid.
Our next step of the work is to purchase land as we have become ‘pot bound’ in our ability to grow as a ministry.
Land in the valley is approx. $66k (46k quid) per 1.7 acres – we would require 5 acres to commence our building program.

To be in radical obedience to God we are to, Build, Equip & Sustain His people  - A church/family life center, Medical and Dental Clinics, 2 Transitional houses, Missions accommodation, play area, secure fences, walls, water wells & solar panels.
We are currently under the arduous process of obtaining our legal Honduran Charity status – we are number 201 in a long list of awaiting N.G.O’s/Foundations. We are trusting God (and Mario) to give us His grace & favor to obtain this quicker than the usual 2 year period!
Thank you for standing with us to see this vision of the Lord come to pass. We are reminded of HIS promise that, “IT WILL BECOME A MAJESTIC CEDAR – I THE LORD HAVE SPOKEN AND HAVE DONE IT!” (Ezekiel C17:22).
